It isimportant that thisinstruction booklet be kept

at hand at all times. It will help-you to make any
needed adjustments and to obtdin the maximum
results with the Kirby electric cleaner. The section relative to
attaching-and replacing the brush belt and the adjustment of
the brush-to compensate for bristle wear is of-particular value!
These instructions will no doubt be needed atosome later date,
therefore do not allow this booklet to be lost or misplaced.

Assembling Hold the handle in a vertical pesition over the
Handle te handle connection boss on top of the motor.

TO ATTACH FLOOR NOZZLE
NOTE:—When attaching or taking off flcor nozzle, it will be
to ralse nozzle adjustment to position 7 on inlicator, to
facilitate this operation (See Nozzlé Height Adjustrment.— Page 5.)

To place floor nozzle
on front of motor unit,
you must first raise the
Floodlight cover which
is hinged about half way
back and held down by
a spring catch. To raise
Floodlight coyer, simply
pull up the fpont end.

Remove cap on front
of nozzle. Tum cap to
the left ¥{ of an inch
(until inner clamps re-
lease) and lift off, The
removal of this cap re-
veals an opening which
gives access to the belt
which drives the brush.

Place the left thumb
through the belt (See
Fig. 2), pull belt for-
ward and upward. Now
place the right thumb
through thé belt side of
the left thumb and,
using both-t humb s,
stretch bélt upward
and slide beit over end
of motor —ghaft (Sce
Fig. 3).

Fig. 4 shows correct
position of: belt on the
pulley.

Assembly device, ~ At the lower (gathered) end of the bag

cloth, asteel coil spring i1s sewn in the cloth. This
lower end of the bag -must be attached to the Sani Em-tor by
stretching it over the targe circular opening on the Em-tor. This
is a snug fit and may require some effort in assembling but it need
never be removed again unless installing a new bag at some later
time. When the bagcloth is correctly attached to the Em-tor,
the lettering on the bag will face toward the front of the machine.
Now attach the Sani¥ Em-tor (to which the cloth section has
been attached) to the exhaust on the motorwunit. This connection
is made by means of a bavonet lock, the operation of which is
obvious. Attach the bag loop at the upper_end of the bag chain
(attached to the metal clamp) to the hotk at lower end of the

pistol grip.

Control The switch used to stop and start the cleaner is
Switch mounted in the handle just_below the pistol grip,

where it is conveniently turgied on and off with the
index finger. The power is “‘on’’ when the lever is down, and “off™
when the lever is up,

CLEANING RUGS AND FLOOR COVERINGS
BNl |

Nozzle Height The many types of floor coverings used makes
Adjustment it important that the modern cleaner be adjustable

as to nozzle height. The adjustment is obtained by
the mechanism illustrated in Fig. 5. Lever “A” is used for raising
the nozzle, button “B' is used for lowering the adjustment a
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notch at a-time, Adjustments up and down are made with the
foot, thus eliminating all stooping.

Place the cleaner on the rug and press lever “A' downward and
raise adjustment up to setting 6 or 7 on theindicator. Start motor.
Now lower the nozzle a notch at a time (by pressing button “B*
with toe) until you zee the rug drawn up to the nozzle by the
suction. When this occurs you will notice a change in the sound
of the motor. You now have the correct nozzle adjustment. Run
the cleaner over the rug rather slowly to obtain best results.

NOTE: When nozzle height is correctly adjusted the cleaner
will glide easily. If the machine puibhes hard, raise the adjustment
one notch at a time (by pressing lever A) until machine pushes easily.

Tilt Fig. 5 shows the position of the tilt latch on the left
Latch side of the motor. This lateh is adjusted)with the

toe of the shoe. When latch is pressed down as far
as it will go the cleaner nozzle can be tilted up over the édge of the
rug 'when going from one rug to another by bearing down on the
handle. When cleaning fringed rugs, clean body of rug first, run-
ning cleaner crosswise across rug and keeping nozzle away from
fringed ends. After the body of the rug is cleaned, be sure tilt latch
is down, and then run ¢leaner up over fringe (approaching ends
from-floor side), lifting nozzle over fringe on the edge by bearing
down- on the handle and-then let the nozzle down on the rug and
draw the cleaner toward;you. As the nozzle is drawn off the edge
of the rug, the fringe will be cleaned and brushed straight, Repeti-
tion-of this operation across the ends of the rug will comb out all
the ffinge.

When cleaning under-beds or similar low furniture, the handle
must be dropped to the lowest possible position. To do so the
tilt latch must be pushed up all the way so it will not engage when
the handle is pressed down.

To Clean Lock the handle in horizontal position by engeg-
Stairs ing the tilt latch in notch “X’ (see Fig. 5) in the

handle plate at the left side-of the handle connec-
tion boss, The treads of the steps can be ¢lcanced casily, standing
a step or two below the step being cleaned. Risers of stair carpet
are cleaned by holding the handle vertically, running the cleaner
nozzle up and down against the carpet on the risers.

TO EMPTY DUST BAG WITH SANI EM-TOR

To insure best results with
this new device, empty the
dust bag after each day's
cleaning. This is a simple
operation and can be accomp-
lished in less than a minute.
Proceed as follows:

First obtain a newspaper and
spread it out on the floor. Place
the cleaner (with dust bag and
Sani Em-tor attached) in the
center of the paper and lower
floor nozzle as far as it will
go. Unhook the bag support
loop from the hook on the
handle and shake the cloth
dust bag vigorously to drop the
dirt in the bag down into the
Sani Em-tor (See¢ Fig. 6-A). Now
release Sani-Em.tor lock lever
by turning 16¢k  ver one-half
turn in a counter-clockwise di-
rection. Nowirswing the bottom
section of the Sani Em-tor out
from under the machine and the
dirt and refuge in the bag will
dmg out on the newspaper (Fig,
6-B). While the bottom of
the Sani Em-~tor is still open, jar
the machine once or twice on the
floor so that@ny pieces of paper
or fluffy refuse, which may still
be in the upper section of the
Sani Em-tor, will be emptied
out on the paper. Now replace
the bottom section of the Sani
Em-tor, swinging it into posi-
tion underneath, and lock in
place by turning the lock lever
one-half turn clockwise.

The refuse dumped out of the
Sani Em-tor may then be wrap-
ped up in the newspaper, and
the package thus made can
casily be disposed of by burning
m the furnace or incinerator.

The P‘&Y (groove) on the brush spindle in-which
the belt runs is NOT equally distant from tbﬁd&.
When the brush is properly in place the belt -pulley
on the brush will be exactly in line with and under
the flat cénter plate of the rug guard, and the arrow

stamped 6n the brush spindle will point in the same
direction the arrow stamped on the bottom lip

of the nozzle. If, after you have put the brush in the
nozzle, you find that the brush pulley is not in the
proper position, lift out the brush and reverse the ends.

TO REPLACE FLOODLIGHT BULB

Raise Floodlight cover. (See Fig. 1). bulb and socket
from spring clamp which fastens around metal base of bulb. The
base of the bulb is the bayonet type to those used in auto-
mobile headlights. Turn bulb slightly ter-clockwise in the
socket and pull out. Reverse install new bulb.
